THE PROMISE OF SECRECY FOR CO-LOCATION CUSTOMERS AND THEIRS CONTRACTORS

I hereby hold myself duty bound to maintain secrecy in all matters that come to my knowledge during my co-location engagements in the Telenor Group (hereafter referred to as Telenor) locations, to the extent that information on these matters can not be considered as public information.

This promise of secrecy covers all information I accumulate about the business of Telenor and their partners, including information about our customers’ use of telecommunications services in accordance with the e-communications act, art. 2-9.

It likewise includes information on any competitors’ activities, which should be handled in accordance with instructions given by the president and CEO of Telenor (“Instruction for handling of information about competitors”), excluding such information that is considered common knowledge or is obviously not of a sensitive nature.

It likewise includes information about a customer of Telenor’s use of regulated network services, which in particular should not be conveyed to any person within Telenor employed within services that are open for competition.   

I understand that I can only pass on classified or competition sensitive information to persons that have the proper security clearance to handle the information and, due to the nature of their work, have an accountable reason for such information.

I also understand that the promise of secrecy has no time limit and exists also after the completion of the task.

I am duty bound to show loyalty to Telenor so that Telenor’s external reputation is not harmed.

I have read the legal provisions that are expressed on the back of this declaration. I am thus aware of that in accordance with the e-communications act, art. 2-9, I may be prosecuted if I disclose information about the content of telecommunication and about others use of telecommunication. Furthermore I fully understand that the penal code paragraph 294 and 405a together with the codes of marketing, paragraphs 7 and 8, make punishable the unjustified use and disclosure of  business secrets. 
I fully understand that not following these provisions can lead to prosecution and/or interruption of the task.

I am willing to undergo a security clearance process if Telenor finds it necessary.

TRANSCRIPT OF THE MOST IMPORTANT STATUTORY PROVISIONS WHICH MAY BE APPLICABLE IN THE EVENT OF UNAUTHORISED USE AND DISCLOSURE OF COMPANY SECRETS.

The General Civilian Criminal Code:

Section 294. Fines or imprisonment of up to six months shall be imposed upon anyone who

1. ............................

2. himself makes unauthorised use of a business or trade secret belonging to a company in which he is employed or has been employed in the past two years, or in which he takes part or has taken part in the past two years, or discloses the same for the purpose of enabling someone else to makes use of it, or who, by deception or incitement, is an accessory hereto, or

3. makes unauthorised use of a company's business or trade secret of which he has obtained knowledge or use in his capacity of a technical or mercantile consultant for the company or in connection with an assignment from the company, or makes unauthorised disclosure of such a secret for the purpose of enabling others to make use of it, or who, by deception or incitement, is an accessory hereto.

Section 405a. Fines or imprisonment of up to three months shall be imposed on anyone who unreasonably acquires or attempts to acquire knowledge or use of a company secret.

The Act pertaining to Control of Marketing
Section 7. Company secrets
Anyone who has obtained knowledge or use of a company secret in connection with official business, office or business matter must not unlawfully exploit the secret for business purposes.

The same applies to anyone who has obtained knowledge or use of a company secret by way of someone's breach of duty to observe confidentiality or by way of someone's unlawful act in other respects.

Section 8. Technical aids
Anyone who has been entrusted with technical drawings, descriptions, formulas, models or similar technical aids in connection with official business, office or business matters must not exploit them unlawfully for business purposes.

The same applies to anyone who has obtained use of technical drawings, descriptions, formulas, models or similar technical aids by way of someone's unauthorised act.

The Act pertaining to Telecommunications
Section 9-3 Duty of confidentiality
Telecommunications operators, suppliers of services and installers shall be obliged to preserve secrecy about the contents of telecommunications and about others' use of telecommunications, including information on technical devices and procedures. They shall be obliged to implement measures to prevent others than those whom the information concerns from having the opportunity to obtain knowledge of such information. Nor may they use the information for their own activities or in the service or employment of others unless the information concerned is statistical information on network traffic which is completely anonymous and which does not give information on devices or technical solutions.

The duty of confidentiality under the first subsection also applies to anyone who performs work or services for telecommunications operators, telecommunications installers or telecommunications authority. The duty of confidentiality also applies after the person concerned has concluded his service or work.

The telecommunications authority may lay down regulations pertaining to the duty of confidentiality. Other statutory duty of confidentiality applies in addition to this section.
